Ivan Honchar (Jan 27, 1911 — June 18, 1993), a prominent and distinguished cultural figure, began
actively collecting cultural artefacts in the early fifties, and soon his house became a private «clandestine»
museum. Inspired by his devotion to Ukrainian culture, he ignored both the official pressure of ideological
precepts, and the suspicions of the KGB, in order to amass a collection of art objects which otherwise would
have been irretrievably lost. His crusade to save Ukrainian culture from disintegration earned him the nick-
name «apostle of truth». Honchar's home became a veritable monument to the distinctive Ukrainian produc-
tion of fine and decorative art.

In September of 1993, shortly after Honchar's death, his private collection was given the status of a state-
run museum. Today it is world renowned as a research and cultural institution with impressive holdings of
almost 20,000 artifacts dating from the 16th to the mid 20th century. Among the artifacts are: embroidered
towels, rugs, clothes, head gear, pottery, earthenware, toys, painted Easter eggs, wood carvings, folk musical
instruments, naive art paintings; sculpture, and icons created by folk artists.

Lesser known, but equally as rich, is its collection of over 20,000 historic and documentary photographs
of the late 19th — early 20th century. This superlative collection is particulary strong in depicting traditional
Ukrainian environment of the past centuries (types, landscapes, lifestyles).

By this publication Ivan Honchar Museum and Oranta Printing House initiate «Ukraine and Ukrainians»
joint project to broaden the traditional view of Ukrainian people and culture. The thirty images in this book
of postcards tell their own stories while taken together these pictures give us a general idea on the still unre-
vealed to the world Ukraine and its people.
