ФРАГМЕНТ 1

Reading the Tarot Sentence
When we examine a Tarot card by itself, we must consider all three parts of its sentence together in order to get a rounded understand​ing of it. However, when the cards are laid out in a divination spread or layout, their meanings are modified or limited by their locations in the spread. All the layouts in this book use as their basic unit the card triplet, which is composed of three cards arranged in a row and read from left to right in the manner of a written sentence. When a card is placed in a triplet, we read only that part of its meaning that corresponds with its location. In this way, the three cards in any Tarot triplet express only a single sentence for any one order.

There are thus two types of Tarot sentence. The first is the simple sentence that expresses the complete meaning of any individual card. It is called "simple" because it applies to an individual card. The second is the composite sentence formed by three cards laid out in a triplet. The first card in a triplet gives the subject for the triplet; the second card gives the action; and the third card gives the direction. For example, the card of the Magician placed in an upright attitude at the beginning of a triplet would signify "skill," but in the middle it would mean "will," and at the end of the triplet it would express "with design."

Instead of referring to the parts of a Tarot sentence as subject, action, and direction, in this book they are simply labeled 1,2, and 3. To determine the meaning for a card in any triplet, it is only necessary to look up the card in the quick reference tables at the end of the book, and find its meaning under column 1, 2, or 3, depending on the location of the card in the triplet. Every group of three cards gives a completely unique composite Tarot sentence.

The meaning for each card in a triplet provides a keyword to the understanding of that card. It is not the only possible keyword, but it has been chosen to convey the most common or general meaning of the card in that location in the triplet. The composite sentences in any layout are enough by themselves to provide a complete but basic answer to the divination. However, once you have learned to use them, you will want to progress to a more detailed understanding of the cards. This is obtained by looking up the complex meaning for the card in each position of a triplet in the card's section in chapter 9, 10, or 11. As you become familiar with the cards, you will soon learn what parts of the detailed meanings to apply to the question under investigation.

Not all possible meanings for a Tarot card apply to it in any given layout. Part of the art of Tarot divination is learning what to include and what to exclude from your interpretation. This only comes with practice, but it is not difficult. The meanings selected for the cards of a layout from all their possible meanings are those that flow together and complement each other, and have a direct bearing on the ques​tion. For example, the card known as the Fool can mean foolishness, but it can also mean spirituality in the sense of worldly innocence. If you are doing a divination on a spiritual question, the latter meaning is more likely to apply, but if the question concerns business, it will often be the former meaning.

During divination, the meaning of a Tarot card is modified by the question; by the location of the card in the layout; by the cards that surround it, lie near to it, or otherwise influence it; and by its orien​tation. These factors give the dignity of the card. A Tarot card is said to be well dignified or ill dignified depending on whether these fac​tors facilitate the expression of the card's meaning or hinder its expression.

Orientation refers to the attitude of a card when it is turned faceup in a layout. A card may be upright or inverted from the per​spective of the person performing the reading, who is known as the diviner or reader. Inverted cards are also called reversals. It is some​times said that the meaning of an inverted card is the opposite of its upright meaning, but this is not quite true. A card always has the same identity. When it appears upside down in a layout, the purity of its action is weakened or inhibited. This often has the effect of mak​ing a favorable card seem unfavorable. However, it also makes cards that have a harmful influence in the divination less hurtful.
ФРАГМЕНТ 2

SYMBOLS, SIGNS, AND SIGILS
Every word you speak, every thought you have, every thing you see, and all you do in your day-to-day life is, in one way or another, a symbol. Words are symbols. The thoughts they express are symbols. And the real​ity to which they relate is a great cluster of symbols. Think of a huge web stretching across the black emptiness of space. In each nexus of lines rests a symbol connecting to an infinite number of other symbols. It is impor​tant to grasp this concept, because symbols are the underlying girders of the universe, the substance a mage manipulates to accomplish magic.

Symbols also underlie reality. By "symbol," I do not mean merely graphic symbols like + and $ but I mean any thing that is meant to represent some other thing. The word "cat" is a symbol. A drawing of a cat is a symbol. The use of a cat to represent cleverness is a symbol. The use of a cat to represent luck, good or bad, is also a symbol. What few people re​alize, however, is that even if I were to present a physical cat for you to see, this is yet another symbol, one referring to a constructed class of animals, a species differentiated from other species because of some arbitrarily se​lected qualities.

I call this complex of recursive symbols "the semiotic web." When seeking meaning, the mind says "I can place any idea in my semiotic web, which I've built up from all the symbols of our culture, and have it make sense to me." But really, meaning is never absolute. We can approach some certainty, but the details, even in the most elementary communications, will differ. When I say "chair," you imagine one kind of chair, another person imagines another, and so on.
The fascinating issue of meaning, as linguists and semioticians study it, is beyond the scope of this book. But I believe the semiotic web is the sub​stance of ultimate reality. More than just an abstraction to explain the way the human mind works, I think it is the abstraction to explain how Mind works. Mind is not separate from reality, nor is reality separate from the semiotic spaces it inhabits. Perhaps this is needlessly obtuse, but if reality— at an even more fundamental level than the quantum level—is symbolic in nature, then manipulating symbol systems manipulates the semiotic web, and therefore manipulates reality. Scientific explanations stop before at​tempting to find meaning. Only art and magic can explore meaning, and I think the reason is that both art and magic manipulate, coerce, shape, and coax meaning out of the hopelessly tangled mishmash of Mind.
A symbol consists of three parts: the sign, the symbol itself as an object having meaning; a signifier, the actual manifestation of the sign; and the signified, what the sign means. So, for a simple example, let's look at a stop sign. Its text, "Stop," is the signifier, and it means one should come to a complete stop when in an automobile or other vehicle. The same signifier in another location will not have the same effect: you don't screech to a halt every time someone on the radio says "stop," nor do you stop when you see graffiti spelling out "stop." The signifier must be part of the sign it​self and be displayed in the appropriate context. If I hang a stop sign in my bedroom, for example, people will not perceive it with as much serious​ness as they do if it is located at a busy intersection. Similarly, the sign without the signifier is no sign at all.

So, each sign needs two parts: a signifier and a signified. Without either of these elements, a sign (and therefore symbol) ceases to mean anything, or at least, ceases to mean what was intended. The word flug is a signifier without a signified—it cannot be said to mean anything, although I might have a meaning for it. If I tell people what I mean by it, then it begins to take on meaning, at least in regards to those who have a meaning to go with the word. If, in other words, you link any arbitrary signifier to any arbitrary signified, it begins to take on meaning. If my friends and I decided to make flug our code word for "6:13 PM," then we could use it as a sign. Otherwise, it is nonsense. 
ФРАГМЕНТ 3

WOUNDED HEALERS

While ritual, magicko-spiritual power, and interdimensional journey​ing are obvious and very significant elements of the shamanic path, woundedness is one of its most vital and least recognized aspects. The shamanic path is one of brutal self-honesty, intense personal healing, and deep self-knowledge. It also includes a responsibility to be of ser​vice to one's self and to the community.

The shaman passes through personal wounds, usually beginning with the shamanic initiation, and emerges as a fully transformed being. The new shaman is thereby capable of handling the dangers and responsibilities inherent in the shamanic vocation. This healing and transformation continues for a lifetime. Through this process, the shaman becomes the Wounded Healer.

It is commonly understood that the shamanic initiation often includes the wounding and healing of the shaman by helping spirits. Among traditional shamans, the experience of dismemberment or decapitation is common. This process strips away the original identity of the shaman, removing any association with the body and the cur​rent personality.

In facing the spirits of disease and wounding, the new shaman gains complete knowledge of them. Often during these journeys, the spirits will teach the new shaman through the process of reintegration, pro​viding an intimate knowledge of both wounding and healing. In pass​ing through this test of one's complete being, the Wounded becomes Healer.

Many indigenous cultures recreate this aspect of the shaman though their initiation ceremonies, during which the neophyte shaman is ritu-ally killed or wounded. Like all ritual, this serves to ground Other​worldly and profound psychological experience into physical reality. This is also a physical representation of the shamanic initiation by the spirits. These ceremonies may assist members of the community in perceiving the new shaman as a different being than the individual they once knew. The shamanic initiation in the Otherworlds is frequently a psycho-spiritual crisis that manifests as a death-rebirth scenario.

This violent and frightening type of initiation is fairly common, particularly among traditional people. However, it is vital that shamans remain continually open to spirit guidance and work to clear personal issues that may interfere with the work. An initiation alone does not make one a healer or a shaman.

This is an apt description of the shamanic experience. One cannot truly walk this path for any period of time without facing up to one's own wounds. When we consciously open to Otherworldly commu​nication, our spirit guides will not permit us to continue deluding ourselves and avoid personal shadow aspects. Furthermore, our own subconscious selves will project these shadow aspects into our every​day lives and our shamanic journeys.

None of us are completely beyond our personal issues or beliefs. These always have the potential to affect one's judgment and one's ability to heal. This is particularly true if the ego is permitted to get out of control. The need to be right and powerful and knowledgeable can be very effective in putting up blinders and impeding the free flow of energy. 
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
