Compare and Contrast Essay

The core meaning of Compare and Contrast Essay is to compare and contrast two ore more subjects. When compare you just show similarities between these subjects. Contrasting means vice versa, i.e. you show differences of the subjects under consideration. 

When starting Compare and Contrast Essay you can use a quotation or an anecdote. When it comes to comparing and contrasting selected subjects you should give both of them equal amount of attention without making any preferences. However before writing an essay think for some minutes and make some kind of essay outline. It will help you further. 

Compare and Contrast essay usually consists of several important parts like:

1. Introduction (with Thesis)  

2. Main Body. Similarities (2 or more paragraphs where you are comparing the subjects under consideration)

3. Main Body. Differences (number of paragraphs should be equal to the number of paragraphs in comparing. Here you write about subjects’ differences)

4. Conclusion  

Or 

1. Introduction (with Thesis)

2. Main Body 

3. Paragraph 1. (supporting details for subject #1)

4. Paragraph 2. (supporting details for subject #2)

5. Paragraph 3. (supporting details for subject #1)

6. Paragraph 4. (supporting details for subject #2)

7. Conclusion

When writing Compare and Contrast essay you should pay attention to the topic you choose. As you are going to compare and contrast several subjects don’t forget that these subjects should have something in common at least. For instance try to write about two movies, two books, and two authors but don’t even try to write an essay about cars and football. 

As the topic is chosen put down as much as possible facts you know about subject #1 and #2 and search for something related between them. Think them over and make a definite thesis statement which would be a part of the introduction. Then compare and contrast subjects selected in several paragraphs. Finally, don’t forget about conclusion where you should put an end to your analysis and make a restatement of the thesis.
