History of jeans.


To Great Britan from Genya brined the material, what was named «denim», from it were made trousers and sell it in all Europe. In 1750 Dgon Holker writing «The book of teckstil industry in France», where war writed and pictured eight models of trousers, which is extremly remembering  the modern jeans. Near the 300 year in frantition town Nim, are making linen serge de Nimes (sairjh du NEEM) — serdge of Nem, which was prepearing to go to history. After 1500 years, from this material, called «de Nimes» (denim), began to make jeance. Serdge — (from latin sericus  - silkus) — cotton fabric, silk or artificially material with diagonal webing of thread.
